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The Game!

Evaluate each expression.

Thomas plays a number game using a
spinner with four congruent sections.
The sections are labeled W, X, Y, and Z,
as shown below.

In the game, a player receives the
number of points represented by the
expression in the section where the
arrow stops. The first player to get 20
points or more wins.

Letter Expression Solution

W

Compare and Contrast.

Is he a winner?

Which is worth more points, sections X or
section Z? Why?

Thomas believes section W and section Y
are worth an equal number of points. Is
Thomas correct? Why?

During one game, Thomas needed 10 or more
points to win. On his next spin the arrow
stopped on section Z.

Did he receive enough points to win? Explain.
